SPORT MATTERS MONITORING GROUP: TERMS OF REFERENCE
General

1.
In accordance with Chapter 7 of “Sport Matters: The Northern Ireland Strategy for Sport and Physical Recreation, 2009-2019”, the Minister of Culture Arts and Leisure has appointed a Sport Matters Monitoring Group to oversee the delivery of Sport Matters, provide leadership in monitoring such delivery and ensure progress on implementation taking account of available resources.
Terms of Reference

2.
The Terms of Reference for the Sport Matters Monitoring Group is as follows:- 

(i)
To monitor the delivery of the commitments to sport and physical recreation set out within Sport Matters across all sectors;
(ii)
To monitor and manage overall risk in relation to the implementation of Sport Matters; 
(iii)
To agree terms of reference and membership of 3 SportNI led Strategic Implementation Groups (Participation, Performance and Places) that will take forward the implementation of Sport Matters;

(iv)
To agree terms of reference for and appoint any additional sub groups of the Sport Matters Monitoring Group that may be deemed necessary

(v)
To approve action plans of and receive progress reports from the Chairs of Strategy Implementation Groups and any additional sub groups; 
(vi)
To monitor activities and progress on the basis of reports received; 
(vii)
To agree further actions as deemed necessary on the basis of reports received;

(viii)
To commission, or seek to have commissioned, reviews of Sport Matters at least once in every 3 years; and 

(ix)
To publish progress reports on the work of the Monitoring Group at least once in every 3 years

The Group may, subject to the Minister’s approval, review its membership at 

any time and may consider inviting other stakeholder organisations onto the 

Group as it deems necessary on either a temporary or permanent basis;
