Arrangements for auditing quality of administrative data used for statistical purposes
A review of data quality is conducted annually whereby Statisticians meet with the data system manager and assess the data held in the system. This involves trend analysis, bounds checking, and examining a sample of individual records. This applies to data held under a) and data held under b).
